The Pagan Origins of Halloween
Halloween traces its roots to the Celtic festival of Samhain, which was celebrated over 2,000 years ago in what is now Ireland, the United Kingdom, and northern France. Samhain marked the end of the harvest and the beginning of winter, a time of transition that the Celts believed thinned the veil between the world of the living and the dead. It was thought that on this night, spirits of the deceased returned to Earth, and people performed rituals to honor them but also to protect themselves from harmful spirits. Dressing up in costumes and masks was a common practice to ward off these spirits, and bonfires were lit to guide the souls returning from the afterlife.
The Christian Version of Halloween
Christianity at once continued and reformed these old customs when it was brought into Celtic lands. In the early 9th century, Pope Gregory IV made November 1 All Saints’ Day (All Hallows' Day in English) and October 31 the eve of this feast, all-hallows-eve. Consequently, All Hallows' Eve became Halloween. In later years, November 1 and November 2 were also made into holidays for praying for the spirits of deceased humons; people especially prayed to honor the Christian saints who had laid down their own lives bravely in witness to Christ and Glory

While Halloween takes a festive or grotesque approach to death in its modern incarnation, Día de Muertos is up close and personal about what it means to die with respect and respectably. This dignified attitude to the dead and the next world crops up in many other cultures' celebratory days for their deceased.
